This year’s OMV Rally Waldviertel which will commence on Friday, November 9 at 12,00 at EKZ Horn and finish on Saturday, November 10 at 19,00 in Gars am Kamp offers a 10 percent higher gravel percentage on the 17 special stages as compared to last year. Therefore the more than 140 participants will compete on 90 percent gravel surface. This fact not only delights the drivers with drifting action but also the fans who get the opportunity to shoot spectacular pictures.
But gravel courses don’t come cheap. The organiser has to issue a statement to the owners to reestablish the original state as it had been prior to the rally. Therefore it is necessary to transport tons of new gravel to the courses via truck loads. 
“Therefore financial reasons force us to collect an entrance fee to the special stages. These fees are exclusively used to reestablish the course and to improve the infrastructure,” explains Organisation Manager Helmut Schöpf.

An OMV Rally Passport which can be purchased for € 20.- enables spectators to visit all special stages on both days. The Nordring with the permanent service zone is also included in this package.

Those who only want to visit selected stages in the respective rally areas can purchase a Rally Day Ticket for € 5.- at all spectator zones.
There is also a Day Ticket available for the Nordring which costs € 10.- on both Friday and Saturday.
The organiser has established attractive spectator zones on the respective special stages. In order to ease the choice for fans one can find numerous panorama shots on the homepage www.waldviertel-rallye.at at Zuseher (spectator) and VIP Info, at Zuschauerpunkte (spectator zones). As a further service a route calculator can also be found there.
Those who want to see even more of the action can purchase a daily VIP Passport. It will cost € 75.- on Thursday, € 185 on Friday and € 205.- on Saturday. Thus one has the opportunity to visit all VIP zones in the rally area, to watch the rally from the best seats and to enjoy excellent meals.
