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Future WRC-cars at OMV Rally Waldviertel 2007
From 2010 on S 2000 car will replace the present WRC-cars
Three of these cars can already be seen at the season’s finale in the Waldviertel
In order to reach a cost reduction in the Rally World Championship in the future the FIA Rally Commission plans to replace the present WRC-cars by S 2000 vehicles. This is also the wish of the car manufacturers that want to participate in the WRC – but with a modified S2000 turbo version. The FIA, with president Morrie Chandler at the top, has a positive outlook on these matters.
Currently a FIA-approved regulation for rally cars with 2000 cc engines exists that applies to the S 2000. The cars must comply with the group N regulation and be equipped with an additional Kit Super 2000. While electronic driver aids are prohibited a standardised 4x4-drive is allowed.
Three of these very cars will already be seen in action at the OMV Rally Waldviertel. It should actually have been four vehicles but Kris Rosenberger heavy-heartedly has to abstain from starting due to the broken ribs he had contracted at the Ostarrichi Rallye.
Due to the current OSK regulation the S 2000 cars will still compete in class A8 this year and therefore can’t score Championship points. This fact will change in the future. From 2008 on these vehicles will be ranked in Div.I within class N4. 

Andreas Waldherr will compete in a VW Polo 5 Super 2000. Recently Waldherr has already celebrated a quite successful premiere in Upper Austria where he gained valuable experience with the new car.
Slovenian Champion Andrej Jereb banks on a Peugeot 207 S 2000 in the Waldviertel. A brand that already caused quite a stir at the WRC rally in Corsica by finishing overall tenth.
The third S 2000 competitor comes from Poland. His entry to the organiser got stuck in the mail. It is Michal Kosciuszko with co-driver Maciek Szczepaniak in a Fiat Grande Punto S2000.
