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Nine OMV Teams in the Waldviertel
· Manfred Stohl spearheads OMV participants from eight nations
· Six teams already have World Rally Championship experience
· Four wins for OMV drivers in the last six years
The OMV Rally Waldviertel once again comes up with a large number of OMV Teams. No less than nine teams from eight different countries will represent the colours of the main sponsor. And almost half of these blue-green competitors do stand a chance for overall victory. After all, during the last six years OMV Teams were victorious four times.
Favourites … 

Manfred Stohl leads the armada of Omv Teams with starting number 1. The nine competitors stem from eight different countries. Beside the 35-year-old Austrian who will compete in the natural gas-driven CNG Mitsubishi Lancer IX, Hungarian Balasz Benik (Ford Focus WRC) or Stepan Vojtech (CZ/Mitsubishi Lancer Evo IX) also stand realistic chances for overall victory. After all, Stohl (2001 and 2002) and Benik (2004 and 2006) were able to win the OMV Rally Waldviertel no less than four times during the last six years. Vojtech finished second in 2004 and 2005 respectively.
… and insider tips
Beppo Harrach (OMV CNG Rally Team), who will steer the second natural gas-driven Mitsubishi, counts as an absolute insider tip. Just a few weeks ago the Lower Austrian won the Championship run in the Bad Hall area, thereby celebrating a world premiere: the first victory of a gas-driven car. And there are outsider chances for Andrej Jereb as well. The Slovenian OMV driver competes in a Peugeot 207 S2000 and has to be ranked high on the value of his car alone. The Romanian pair Claudiu David/Mihaela Beldie (Mitsubishi Lancer Evo IX) proved their speed at the WRC-run in Japan. The six OMV Teams mentioned here already have gathered WRC-experience altogether.
All nine
The field of OMV drivers will be completed by Serbian rally champion Vladan Petrovic (Subaru Impreza STi), Slovak Igor Vlasaty (Mitsubishi Lancer Evo IX) and Bulgarian Vilhelm Kanchev (Peugeot 206 Super 1600), the latter counting among the top favourites in his class A6.
Just like in recent years the best-placed OMV driver will once again win the Golden Petrol Can -  a prize awarded by OMV that not only has already become a tradition but also constitutes a high non-material value.
